BACKGROUND
In 1983, while at the National Law Enforcement Explorer Conference in Ft. Collins, Colorado, several advisors from Colorado Law Enforcement Posts met and considered the possibility of developing a state conference for Colorado.  A date was set for a meeting and numerous advisors from different agencies attended.  The Advisors formed an association and named it the Law Enforcement Explorer Post Advisor’s Association of Colorado (L.E.E.P.A.A.C.).  The purpose of the association was to sponsor a State Conference for law enforcement Explorer’s.  The association recognized the fact that many Explorers’ could not afford to attend the National Conference and wished to provide a low cost local conference in which they could participate.

The first Colorado State Conference was scheduled for July of 1984.  The Boy Scouts of America agreed to assist L.E.E.P.A.A.C. with the conference if L.E.E.P.A.A.C. could find a qualified sponsor.  The Colorado Law Enforcement Officer’s Association was approached and willingly accepted L.E.E.P.A.A.C. as an entity of their association.  The first conference was held at Fitzsimmons Army Medical Center in Aurora, Colorado.  There were approximately 100 Explorers and Advisors that attended.

Since that first conference in 1984, L.E.E.P.A.A.C. has sponsored fourteen subsequent conferences through 2006.  This will be the fifteenth conference and hopefully the best to date.  Several changes have evolved since the beginning.  We allow all Explorers who attend the conference to participate in all team competitions and any individual competition they sign up for.  The teams are made up of three to four explorers from various agencies.  This year we are limiting the number of explorers to allow our competitions the time to put on a challenging, educational scenario.
From the beginning, one of the reasons for the success of the conference has been the untiring effort of Advisor’s from all over Colorado and the surrounding states.  The second reason is credited to the individual police agencies, sheriff’s offices, and state law enforcement agencies, etc., whose administration provide the support, and equipment necessary to continue this event.  We thank them for their dedication to this program.

CONFERENCE OBJECTIVES
1.                To provide an opportunity to substantially enrich the program of each Law Enforcement Post.

2.                To help create and assist new law enforcement Explorer Posts.

3.                To raise the level of Officer and Advisor performance within Law Enforcement Posts.

4.                To promote and exchange ideas of successful Post programs.

5.                To create a positive climate for city, county, state and federal law enforcement agencies to become familiar with law enforcement exploring.

6.                To provide law enforcement Explorers with a format for career and educational exploration.

7.                To promote cooperation and camaraderie between all law enforcement Explorers, Advisors and their agencies.

8.                Last, but not least, to have a good time.

TOUR PERMIT
All posts must file a tour permit with their local Learning for Life office at least one month in advance of the conference.  Any posts outside a 500-mile radius of Colorado Springs, Colorado will have to file a National tour permit with their local Learning for Life Office.  Tour permits can be found at: learningforlife.org, click on the Exploring box then use the site map to scroll to the Safety First Guide, towards the bottom of the page you will find local tour permits and national tour permit. 
TRANSPORTATION
All posts are obligated to provide vehicles for transportation to and from the conference.  Posts sending more than on vehicle are asked to arrive together, making registration smoother.  Private vehicles are discouraged.  All vehicles will be parked in the designated lot.  Explorers are not permitted to leave the conference unless permission from their Advisor is granted.

HOUSING AND MEALS
The conference fee includes 4 nights lodging, beginning Sunday, July 15, 2007.  All Post MUST be checked out of the lodging by 10am Thursday July 19, 2007.  Two Explorers/Advisors will be assigned per room at check in.  Room assignments for Explorers/Advisors are based on the Check in Roster you provide, if possible.   Final names and check in rosters are due on June 1, 2007.  No cancellations after June 1, 2007.  Meals will begin Sunday night July 15th with Dinner.  Three meals a day are then provided July 16th, 17th, and 18th.  On July 19th and early breakfast is provided as the last meal of the conference.   

INSURANCE
Every participant must have a heath history and permission to treat form turned in at time of registration. Each agency is responsible to have accident insurance for their post. Accident insurance is not provided by L.E.E.P.A.A.C.

CHECK-IN
All advisors will check-in immediately upon arrival at the conference registration table, which is located in the front lobby area of DeSmet Hall near parking lot 1.  Campus address is 3333 Regis Blvd Building J-16, Denver Colorado 80221.  All vehicles will be parked in lot 1 and Explorers and Advisors will be assigned to either Desmet or O’Connell Halls for housing.   “LFL Health History Forms”, copy of tour permits, must be shown at this time.  These forms MUST be kept by the participating posts.
EMERGENCY CONTACT

CONDUCT
Advisors are responsible for the conduct of their Explorers. It is the Advisors responsibility to ensure Explorers keep all conference rooms and facilities clean. Any damage caused or missing room keys will be billed to the causing Agency. All fireworks and alcohol are prohibited on campus; L.F.L. policy prohibits the use of tobacco by any Explorer under the age of 18 years of age. Posts leaving campus must notify a conference committee person. Housing is segregated by gender and post. Male explorers are restricted from female Explorers housing areas. Likewise, female Explorers are restricted from male Explorers rooms. There are many places on campus that can be used for practices and training, those areas will be defined on the team training day.
Anytime an Explorer requires medical attention and goes to the hospital; the Advisor must accompany the Explorer. All Explorers are expected to travel in-groups of two or more at all times. Dress for the conference is casual however each explorer should represent your department professionally, explorers must dress appropriately during any training period, or seminar during the conference.  Explorers MUST be in uniform for the opening and closing ceremonies and during any competition.  
All participants of this year’s conference will be issued an I.D. badge and will be required to wear it at all times while not in uniform. Failure to do so will prevent access into any seminar, competition, or social event.

Advisors weapons will only be worn at opening and closing ceremonies. There will be no weapons worn during the competitions. This includes any type of knives, impact weapons or electronic / chemical weapons.
If a role-player says the word “pain” the scenario needs to stop so a judge can go over and assess the situation.

The competitions are set up to be as real as possible.  The hope is that all explorers learn from each scenario and that the scenarios are challenging to all.  To make that happen it is required that participants do not discuss the scenarios with fellow explorers who have not competed this would be considered cheating.  Cheating will not be permitted. 
ADVISOR’S MEETING
There will be a mandatory Advisor’s meeting that will immediately follow the opening ceremony. Competitions, safety and security will be discussed.
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COP SHOP

L.E.E.P.A.A.C. will be offering several souvenir and commemorative items for purchase at the conference. Any agency that wants to sell items in the cops shop will agree to a consignment with LEEPAAC. The consignment will consist of 10% of all sales. Please mark all items for sale with the consignment already added. After the sales are complete, your agency will receive a check for 90% of the sales of your merchandise.

RECREATION-ON CAMPUS
Campus pool and fitness center will be available for a small fee per person. Fitness center hours are 0800-1700.

FIREARMS COMPETITION
A competitive pistol shoot will be sponsored by the Adams County Sheriff Office on Sunday, July 15, 2007 prior to the start of the conference. 

After receiving the Explorer Pistol Match entry form your information will be forwarded to Sgt. Dixon with the Adams County Sheriff Office.  There are three possible times your team could be schedule to shoot.  Briefing/shooting times: 10:00, 12:00, and 14:00.  You will be contacted prior to the start of conference by Sgt. Dixon with your scheduled shoot time and the exact range location, the Range is located at 14451 Riverdale Rd. Brighton Co.  The fee is $20.00 per Explorer which should be included in your final registration payment (Make checks payable to L.E.E.P.A.A.C.).  This competition is open to any Explorer in good standing upon recipient of waiver and verbal verification from their Advisor that each Explorer has successfully completed a firearm’s safety course.  Any service revolver chambered for the .38 special or .357 magnum, 9mm or 40cal. 45ACP May be used by the Explorers.
ALL explorers MUST bring their own weapon; have a duty belt, THREE magazines / speed-loaders, magazine / speed-loader pouch, and user-weapon-compatible holster to compete.  Explorers WILL NOT be allowed to compete in this competition without the above equipment.
Other rules and shoot explanation will be posted at the shoot and may be sent to the Advisor upon request.

TEAM COMPETITIONS
The purpose of the competitions at the Colorado Regional Law Enforcement Conference is to serve as a learning experience, as well as to promote inter-post cooperation and friendship among Explorers. In order to accomplish this purpose, L.E.E.P.A.A.C. will form the teams from members of different posts. Each team will consist of three (3)/ four (4) Explorers selected at random. The teams will be introduced to each other after the opening ceremony. Teams should get together (on their own) as soon as possible. All teams will receive a training packet with information pertaining to each competition on their scheduled training day at 8:30 in the lobby of the dorms.

Teams will compete in all five (5) team competitions. The competition chairman will assign teams to the competitions. All competitions are role-playing or video scenarios, which will last one hour. Explorers are required to wear their Class A or B uniforms during competition, as stated earlier.

*** ADVISOR PARTICIPATION ***
In previous competitions, we have had a shortage of advisor volunteers for role-players / judges.  This year each post may have only ONE ADVISOR who is exempt from participatory duty.  All other advisors will be expected to volunteer for competition duty.  Each advisor that volunteers will be entered into a drawing for a $700.00 Travel Gift Certificate that you may use to go anywhere at any time.

(Your name will be submitted once per full day of participatory duty).



High Risk Traffic Stop – 

Explorers will conduct a high risk vehicle stop on a vehicle whose occupants are believed to have been involved in a violent crime.  There will be one or more subjects in the vehicle.  Explorers must remove all subjects from the vehicle and ensure the vehicle is safe, using appropriate techniques for both.  Explorer teams may consider the area surrounding the suspect vehicle safe and void of people and vehicles.

Key judging points include:
                  Officer Safety

                  Removing subject(s) from vehicle

                  Arresting/detaining, controlling, and securing subject(s)

                  Team communication, spirit, and enthusiasm

                  Preparedness


Domestic Crisis –

 

 

Explorers will be dispatched to a family dispute in progress.  Explorers will be expected to defuse the situation, establish and maintain control of the scene, and to investigate whether or not any crime has occurred.  Explorers must correctly identify criminal acts and make appropriate arrests if necessary.  If any arrests are made, explorers will be expected to identify appropriate criminal charges.

Additionally, all explorers should be familiar with the following State Law:

C.R.S.  18-6-803.6 Duties of Peace Officers

“When a peace officer determines that there is probable cause to believe that a crime or offense involving domestic violence has been committed, the officer shall, without undue delay, arrest the person suspected of its commission and charge the person with the appropriate crime or offense.”

Report Writing – 

 The team will write a report based on the Domestic Violence scenario.  One face sheet will be completed for each team.  Each team member will be required to complete a narrative report.  Each member’s individual report should cover the basic facts of the incident as discovered during the investigation.  The individual reports should also explain the action taken by the writer of that report.  If the team feels it is necessary a property report can be completed.  Again one face sheet for each team and one narrative report for each team member.

 

Scoring will be based on:

         Accurate and clear reporting of the facts

         Spelling and correct punctuation

         Proper use of forms

          Teamwork


Warrant/High Risk Entry – 

Teams will be expected to conduct a dynamic entry on a known dangerous felon with an outstanding warrant.  Teams will plan and execute a coordinated movement against a non barricaded location, conduct a search, secure all persons present and identify and arrest the wanted party.

Judges will consider planning, communication, and movement and general officer safety rules. Teams can give the judges the details of their plan at the start of the competition, and request additional equipment as part of their plan.



Hostage Negotiations –

Responding officers report that an unknown subject or subjects appear to be barricaded, it is unknown if there are any hostages.  Your team must respond to the command post, set up, and take all appropriate actions in the role of hostage negotiations.

 

The judges will be grading on the following:  
· Communication with the hostage taker (this will involve active listening)

· Communication with team mates  
· Information gathered during the scenario 
· Safe surrender of hostages.  
Your team will have 1 hour for this scenario.

Crisis Intervention –

Colorado Springs PD

Sponsor: Colorado Springs PD
Explorers will be contacting an individual who is in crisis.  The individual the Explorer is contacting may be under the influence of alcohol or narcotics, they may have a mental condition, or they may just be overloaded with stress. The Explorer must determine what the crisis is, and how to calm the situation and person down and what follow up action to take.   
Evaluators will score Explorers on the following:

Night Time Tactical – 

Aurora PD & Douglas County SO
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Teams will be challenged to develop and implement a response to a tactical situation.  Teams will be given a scenario and asked to spend a few minutes to prepare a response.  Teams will be judged on basic officer safety, teamwork, and communication and planning.

The tactical exercise is not part of the team competitions, so each post may field as many teams as they desire.   Teams will consist of 5 to 10 members from one post or combined posts.  This exercise will involve live fire situations with the use of Airsoft pistols and shields.  All equipment is supplied.

Individuals who do not strictly follow the safety rules given during the briefing for this event will be removed from the event.  Entry Fee: FREE!
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SCORING AND AWARDS
Each competition will be judged by the sponsoring agency. Score results will remain confidential until after the awards ceremony. 

Each team member of the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th place teams will receive medallions. Competition Chairman’s decisions on all places are final.
